6. Tim had some peanuts.  He gave 40 peanuts to 

Steve and 30 peanuts to Jim. Now he has 20 

peanuts left. How many peanuts did he start 

with? 
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Answers 
 

1. Each of the 5 birds has 2 legs each.  
5 x 2 = 10 

 You see 10 bird legs. 
 
2. 5 + 3 = 8; There are now 8 birds. 

Each bird has 2 wings. 
8 x 2 = 16 
You can see 16 wings. 

 
3. Addition:  8 + 8 + 8 = 24 

Multiplication:  3 x 8 = 24  
 There are 24 spider legs. 
 
4. 50 + 35 = 85  
 Yes, they have enough because 85 cents is more 

than 75 cents. 
 
5. 12 x 2 = 24 
 Jeff has 24 crayons. 
 
6. 40 + 30 + 20 = 90 
 He started with 90 peanuts. 
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
