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Answers 
 
1.  380 – 57 = 323 
 She now has 323. 
 
2.  83 – 35 = 48 
 He has to bake 48 more. 
 
3.  1,400 + 290 + 7 = 1,697 

They have 1,697 crayons altogether. 
 

4.  10 x 22 = 220 
 You have 220 stickers initially. 
 
5.  If you lose a page, then you have: 
 22 – 1 = 21 pages 
 and 
 10 x 21 = 210 stickers. 
 
6. 96 ÷ 8 = 12 
 Each child gets 12 cupcakes. 
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
